Our product film showing the range of
applications for medium-wide strip made
in Hohenlimburg attracted a lot of inte-
rest. Also on display were outer and inner
plate carriers for dual clutch transmis-
sions, for which Hoesch Hohenlimburg
supplies the starting material - HSM

380, a micro-alloyed fine-grain steel.
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Medium-wide strip properties now even more
consistent thanks to innovative cooling strategy

In the production of hot-rolled strip,
the usual method for ensuring the
uniformity of the material’s mechani-
cal properties and microstructure is to
maintain the temperature measured
ahead of the coiler at a constant level.

With carbon and alloyed steels, the
suitability of this cooling strategy is
limited because the Gibbs energy
(formerly: free enthalpy) released during
phase transformation can cause the steel
to heat up again at the point where the
temperature is measured.

This means that in steels with a high heat
of reaction during phase transformation,
the temperature measured at the coiler is
unsuitable as a means of achieving
uniform cooling conditions.

Hoesch Hohenlimburg is now using a
temperature control model developed by
Siemens which, depending on the
composition of the steel, guarantees a
consistent level of heat removal per unit
volume, regardless of coiler temperature.

At Hoesch Hohenlimburg the new cooling
strategy is known as the UWG process
(UWG = UmWandlungsGrad = degree of
transformation). Advantages of the UNG
process: More consistent microstructure
properties from coil to coil and along the
length of a cail, flatter strip and reduced
internal stresses.

The images on the right show how the
new UWG process can favorably influ-
ence the microstructure of a strip of
grade 50 CrV 4.

Cooling strategy: Fixed coiler temperature

Fully automatic fire extinguisher system

for pickling line

Under a risk minimization project
carried out by our Technical Planning
unit in consultation with the fire
prevention department, fully automatic
fire extinguishers were installed in the
two pickling lines last year.

The project involved the installation of
an automatic water extinguishing system
for the continuous and push-pull pickling
lines incl. hydraulic units, an argon gas
extinguishing system to protect the
extraction lines, and a bearing tempera-
ture monitor for the squeegee rolls.
Competent suppliers and extinguisher
installation companies ensured that all
requirements and deadlines were met
and the fire extinguishing system went
into operation at the beginning of
November 2010.

Two independent power feeds ensure
that the system can still function in the
event of a power failure. Further safety
equipment installed serves to prevent

accidental activation, identify an unusual
increase in temperature, and speed up
the restart of the pickling lines.

After an implementation phase of approx.
12 months the fire protection testing

institution VdS inspected and approved
the entire system in September 2010.
